Each element must be completed and receive 
a passing grade for the senior to pass the Senior Project.  This information can also be found 
in greater detail in the Senior Project Handbook your senior received in the fall of 2007. 
 
The suggested due dates are as follows: 
 The Paper  Feb. 19-22, 2008 
 The Project  Mar. 28, 2008 
 The Portfolio  Apr. 7-11, 2008 
 The Presentation Apr. 30 and 31; May 1and 6, 2008 
 
The Paper, Project and Portfolio due dates are subject to change by the Senior English teachers 
who best know the specific needs of the students in their classrooms.  However, ALL 
ELEMENTS OF THE SENIOR PROJECT MUST BE COMPLETED BY THE 
PRESENTATION DATE.   
 
To better support struggling students, a Senior Projects Tutorial is offered after school, Mondays 
through Thursdays from 3:30-4:30 for credit. 
 
Finally, we are looking for 40 parents to help evaluate the Presentations.  We would love to 
include the parents of seniors at CKM in this important project.
